This article states the position of the author on the issue of digital transformation in
public administration. The starting point was the assertion that digital technologies open up
new opportunities for the further implementation of public management by results. A review
of the literature on this issue made it possible to identify the main approaches to the definition
of digital transformation in the field of public administration. An analysis of domestic and
foreign practice of using digital technologies in planning, monitoring and evaluating
management decisions and public policy made it possible to formulate proposals on priority
areas for the use of digital technologies as part of the further development of the principles
and procedures of management based on results. The analysis showed that the digital
transformation of public administration, contrary to the assertion of some authors, is not an
alternative to public administration based on results as a concept. Moreover, the use of
digital technologies allows to solve many of the problems identified in the past in the
implementation of mechanisms and tools for results-based management. Digital technologies
provide wide opportunities for the transformation of public administration, while at each new
stage of their development (“digitization” of processes, electronic government, digital
government) significant changes occur both in the use of certain technologies and in the
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organization of the activities of state authorities, in the interaction of citizens and state
bodies. In particular, digital technologies make it possible to minimize the time lag between
the achievement of results and the appearance of data on their achievement; significantly
increase the number of data sources and indicators that can be used for planning, monitoring
and evaluating the effectiveness and efficiency of government activities; reduce the risk of
intentional misrepresentation of reporting data. The use of digital technologies is actively
spreading for planning, monitoring and evaluation of results. Thus, the emphasis on the result
is one of the important characteristics of building a digital government. The potential of
modern digital technologies allows us to imagine the possible directions of their use in the
cycle of effective public administration.
